BOOTH COORDINATOR -- registers volunteers the day of the event and directs them to the project site.
(Corporate, Faith-based or University group)

MATERIALS COORDINATOR ~- insures that paint supplies, tools, and materials are in a handy location
the day of the event, and collects them at the end of the day.

MEDIA COORDINATOR ~- coordinates media to video and document the event.

FOOD COORDINATOR -~ coordinates the donations of food and drinks as breakfast and lunch for the
volunteers.

VOLUNTEER COORDINATOR -~ invites, recruits, and secures volunteers to participate in the event.
Also coordinates restroom supplies and clean up activities with the House Captain.
